



Rules & Regulations
Setup

· Hours of Operation: June 29 -3pm-11pm (optional), June 30 – July 2 -11am-11pm.  Booth setup begins June 28 - after 6am.  

· Vendor location is based on a “First Come, First Served” system, from the date your payment was received.
· Vendors must supply their own booth/tent, tables, chairs, extension cords and water hoses.
· Storage trailers may be utilized within the booth location subject to prior approval of the Friendship Festival.

· Fire, Safety and Health* inspections will commence at Noon, Friday, June 29.  VENDORS MUST PASS ALL INSPECTIONS PRIOR TO OPENING FOR BUSINESS. No refund is available if a vendor does not pass inspection.

Operation

· Vendors must participate on all three full days.  Opening June 29 is optional but participation will determine location.
· Vendors may only display or sell food, merchandise or services which have been pre-approved by the Friendship Festival Committee.  The Committee reserves the right to refuse the sale of certain products.
· Vendors may not assign, sublet or apportion any part of the rights and space granted herein without permission from FF. 

· Sales must take place within the confines of your allocated space (walk-about sales are strictly prohibited).

· Sales techniques must not be found to be offensive or irresponsible to other vendors, the public or the Friendship Festival.
· Signage in booths must be deemed professional looking in the opinion of the Friendship Festival.

· Vendors are responsible for keeping their booth location clean.  All refuse must be placed in garbage containers throughout the grounds. Only “waste” water is to be put in gray totes.  Do not leave waste, oil or garbage on your site.
· Festival Permits must be clearly displayed in your booth at all times.  Anyone operating at the Festival without an official Festival Permit will be evicted from the event.  
· Refunds available when written cancellation received before June 1st,  minus 25% of base fee which is non-refundable.

Neither Fort Erie Festival nor any of its employees, servants or agents shall be liable for damages or any other legal relief or compensation to any concession affected by steps taken in accordance with this or any other term or condition.  
Vendor warrants that nothing displayed sold, or done by Vendor will be in violation of any trademarks, copyrighted, or other intellectual property rights. Vendor agrees to indemnify Fort Erie Festivals and save it harmless against all claims or demands by and liability to any party or parties, and all expenses and costs, including legal costs on a solicitor and client basis, that may be incurred by Fort Erie festivals by reason of any apparent or alleged or actual breach of said warranty. Should it appear to Fort Erie Festivals at any time that vendor is or may be in breach of this warranty, Fort Erie Festivals, without limiting its other rights and remedies, may without warning or prior notice close Vendor’s booth(s) down, eject Vendor from the Festival, and retain all proceeds of vendor’s sales of any and all products as security for the performance of the foregoing agreement to indemnify.
